Picard Medal for Radar Technologies and Applications that is devoted for outstanding accomplishments in advancing the fields of radar technologies, sponsored by Raytheon Company. The citation was : "For pioneering work of fundamental importance in radar waveform design, including the Woodward Ambiguity Function, the standard tool for waveform and matched filter analysis."
