IEEE France Section has helped to the financial management of the IEEE Region 8 SIBIRCON 2008 - International Conference on "Computational Technologies in Electrical and Electronics Engineering" (Novosibirsk Scientific Centre, Novosibirsk, Russia - July 21–25, 2008).

IEEE France Section is a French non-profit organization. It is not subject to VAT, professional taxes and company taxes. So, it is easy for it to financially manage the conferences as it has always done. IEEE France Section will not be involved in the European VAT project. It will be cheaper to organize itself the conferences and valuable for student and low income attendees. This facility could be useful for other sections. IEEE France Section represents IEEE in EuroGEOSS project because of this VAT rules.
