Meetings in 2009: 

All chapters are active and are organising meetings on a regular basis. Both section and chapters are also working closely with other national societies and are co-organising meetings. Larger events include the 2 day National R&D meeting on wind power which was organised in January, in October the 2 day national meeting on electrical engineering and the 2 day NORDIC 2009IEEE R8 and IEEE IAS Chapter Chairs Conference Chapter Leadership Workshop and Seminar on Wind Technologies on September 13-15, 2009, Stockholm, where the section and the IAS chapter were among the co-organisers. 
Some activities: 

Norway Section hosted the N&A meeting 19-26. July 2009. The meeting venue was the city of  Ålesund and after the meetings a trip to Olden and Geiranger was arranged.
