Membership:

The active UKRI Section membership as of 14-September 2009 is 10725. This includes 135 Fellows, 769 Senior Members, 7288 Members, 1052 Graduate Student Members and 448 Student members. This represents a decline of 1.8% in membership on the same time last year. This is an excellent recovery from our March figures which showed a decline of 6.8% on March 2008 and is due to the excellent efforts of our MD team. 
Meetings: 

The section, through its 29 chapters and 3 affinity groups, held over 120 technical meetings to date in 2009. We have established two new Chapters within the Section this year - Industrial Electronics and Systems Man and Cybernetics (Ireland).  We have also submitted a petition for a Chapter of the Society on Social Implications of Technology.
