From Russott Hotel in 15 minites by bus, you can reach Piazzale Roma (the Venice car terminal)

Venice has so many things to see and admire but here are some of the things you can do. If you love art, you can’t miss:

The Accademia Galleries www.gallerieaccademia.org
one of the most important picture galleries in Italy,where you can admire all the greatest Venetian painters from 1300 to 1800: among others Andrea Mantegna, Giovanni Bellini, Giorgione, Carpaccio, Paolo Veronese, Jacopo Tintoretto, Tiziano, Canaletto, Guardi, etc. 2/3 hours

Ca’ Rezzonico (museum of the XVIII cent) www.museiciviciveneziani.it
One of the biggest palaces on the Grand Canal, rooms with historical furnishing, paintings by Tiepolo, Guardi, etc. 1/1 ½  hour

Both museums are reachable on foot from Piazzale Roma.

But if you want to know Venice well, we recommend to wear comfortable shoes and wander about.

Hereunder two suggestions of walking tours from Piazzale Roma. Please note that we are not mentioning St.Mark sq. since you’ll visit it on Saturday, but if you have time,  go there and visit the Basilica, which will be closed on Saturday afternoon.

Tour 1 – on foot – 3 hours (3 and half if you visit Scuola Grande S.Rocco inside) 


Cross the Papadopoli gardens and through campo S.Rocco and its School (inside Jacopo Tintoretto devoted one of the most complete and intact cycles of the Italian painting to the main events of the Scriptures) arrive at the Church of St.Maria Gloriosa dei Frari.  fine example of Venetian Gothic architecture. Visiting the interior will give you the opportunity of admiring the wooden choir of 1300, the magnificent “Assunta” by Tiziano and other important works by Giovanni Bellini, Donatello, etc.

After passing through Campo S.Polo, one of the largest  squares in town with its wonderful gothic palaces, you will reach the Rialto Market along the Grand Canal (open until 12.30am), where you can walk through the multicoloured fruit and fish stalls. Towards the Rialto Bridge, stop at Campo S.Giacometo, where what is traditionally defined the most ancient church in Venice stands out.

Before going back (a different way back can be through campo S.Cassiano, campo S.Maria Mater Domini and Campo S.Giacomo dell’Orio, with its Romanic Church), you must cross the Rialto Bridge, to admire the palaces on the Grand Canal from the top. If you have time, you can go along the “Mercerie” the street which links Rialto to St.Mark sq. where you’ll find the shopping area.

Tour 2 – on foot – 4 hours (1 hour more if you visit the Synagogues inside)

Cross the  new  bridge on the Grand Canal designed by A.Calatrava,  opened few months ago and go straight along Lista di Spagna, as fas as the Guglie bridge. Once you have crossed the bridge, turn left along the channel and after 50 mtrs go under the arcade of the Old Ghetto. The name derives from “Getto” = Jet, as in such area in ancient times there was a foundry for cannons. It’s a word born in Venice and all ghettos in the world inherited their name from the small island completely surrounded by a ring of water, where just the Jews lived. If you want to visit the Synagogues inside, go to the Museum in Campo del Ghetto Nuovo (visit to synagogues every hour from 10.30am  www.ghetto.it ).  Leave the Ghetto towards the north,  cross Fondamenta degli Ormesini. Fondamenta della Sensa and you’ll reach Fondamenta della Madonna dell’Orto and the homonymous church (Fondamenta are named all the streets along a canal). This church can be  rightly defined the “church of Tintoretto”, since he lived in the neighbourhood and he is buried here. The brick front of the church, divided into three parts, shows the passage from the Romanic to the Gothic and from the Gothic to the Renaissance. Walking along Fondamenta Contarini, Fondamenta and Campo Abbazia, go to the Strada Nuova, plenty of shops. When you reach it, turn left and go towards campo Santi Apostoli.  In the last part of it, if you see the signal indicating the Ca’ D’Oro vaporetto stop, enter the calle to enjoy the opportunity of admiring the magnificent front of the Ca’ D’Oro, one of the finest examples of Gothic Architecture.

Go back to Strada Nuova, at the end you’ll find campo Ss.Apostoli. Passing behind the church and going on through calli and campielli you’ll reach Campo S.Canciano and Campo S.Maria Nova, from where, beyond the narrow canal, you cannot help noticing the wonderful polychrome marbles which cover the Church of Miracoli. Once  you have entered, look at the splendid barrel vault with wooden coffer. Being back to Campo S.Maria Nova, go on to Calle Larga G.Gallina and after the bridge you’ll admire the Scuola Grande di S.Marco on the left (nowadays it’s the Civil Hospital of Venice) and in front of you the marvellous Venetian Gothic  facade of the Church of Santi Giovanni e Paolo. Once you have entered, you’ll be striken by the majesty and height of  the naves and by the amount of precious works: paintings  by Giovanni Bellini, Paolo Veronese, etc and funeral monuments in honour of the most important doges. 

Here  you’re not far from Rialto or Piazza S.Marco, if you have some more time.

If you want to go back to Piazzale Roma, the nearest boat stop is Fondamenta Nuove, line nr. 51 or 41 direction “Ferrovia (railway station)/ P.le Roma”
