· Several IEEE officers have been invited :

· President Lew Terman et de Paul Cheung (on December 9th, 2008 for the Brillouin award). President Terman has given a very interesting talk which will be very useful for the promotion of membership.

· Gerhard Hancke’s visit on September 2nd, 2008 (R8 Director applicant)

· Difficulty with IEL:

A discussion with Paul Canning has not been sufficient to convince IEEE headquarters that the price for IEL is unaffordable for most of French institutions, even with the 25 to 75% cut prices. The Section has asked for the reintroduction of the reduced price for less than 2,000 downloads. Contacts are to be taken with the French ministries and the Embassy.

· MoU with Club EEA

Club EEA is a French association of teachers and researchers in the same fields as IEEE. An MoU has been signed on December 9th, 2008 to develop common actions.

Conference sponsorship is the best way to promote membership. 29 events have been sponsored by chapters. Major conferences have been managed by the Section:

· ISBI 2008 - IEEE International Symposium on Biomedical Imaging: From Nano to Macro (May 14-17, 2008, Paris, France),

· IEEE Signal Processing Society (SPS),

· ICICDT - International Conference on IC Design & Technology (Minatec Grenoble, France - June 2nd – June 4th , 2008 – around 100 attendees),

· HISTELCON – Colloquium on Telecommunications History in Paris (Septembre 11-12 2008 - 60 attendees).

IEEE France Section has helped to the financial management of the IEEE Region 8 SIBIRCON 2008 - International Conference on "Computational Technologies in Electrical and Electronics Engineering" (Novosibirsk Scientific Centre, Novosibirsk, Russia - July 21–25, 2008).

The European VAT project has been defined at POCO in Seattle in July 2008. Conferences were to be financially managed by an IEEE subsidiary and the VAT had to be handled by the expensive Ernst&Young company in Brussels.

IEEE France Section is a French non-profit organization. It is not subject to VAT, professional taxes and company taxes. So, it is easy for it to financially manage the conferences as it has always done. IEEE France Section will not be involved in the European VAT project. It will be cheaper to organize itself the conferences and valuable for student and low income attendees. This facility could be useful for other sections.

IEEE France Section represents IEEE in EuroGEOSS project because of this VAT rules.
