IEEE 125th Anniversary activities:

First IEEE Milestone for Polish engineers: Action toward commemorating of the achievement of Polish engineers in decrypting the Enigma code by establishment of the IEEE Milestone, in 125-th anniversary of IEEE and 70-th anniversary of the outbreak of the 2-nd World War
Best practices:

1. Student issues
· Student Branch V-ce Chair is suggested to be in its early student career (e.g., the first or second-year Ph.D. student)
· Student Branches are encouraged to report their activity to the Section at least once a year; these reports are to be stimulated by the Student Branch Officers.

· A National Student Conference can stimulate creation of new student branches and strengthen student research activity. Members of Student Branches will have their participation covered by the Section.
· Students are encouraged to create Student Branches in many ways
· Section may co-found basic membership fees of Student Branch members (50% of the basic fees during the first two years).
· Section will support selected conferences and meetings organized by Student Branches.

· Section will support a National Student Conference.

· Section will stimulate organization of student branches at all major Polish university centers with the help of Section Committee members as the local representatives.
2. Rules of technical conference co-sponsoring were created and implemented. The request of technical co-sponsorship is initialized by uploading a request that includes the Memorandum of Understanding , which is then signed between the Section Chair and the conference organizers. The requirements for technical co-sponsorship include, among other the following requirements:
· there is substantial IEEE involvement in technical program organization (names of IEEE members in organizing committee are required to be listed),
· the conference scientific level is supported (for example by the conference to be at least the third in the series),
· the conference fees are reduced for IEEE members.
· IEEE is promoted at the conference (in a form of oral presentation and/or IEEE booth at the conference venue),
· IEEE logo is used by the conference according to IEEE rules,
· Section ExCom representative is nominated to acts as a bridge between IEEE and conference organizers and is responsible for fulfilment of the requirements.
3. Chapters are repeatedly encouraged to create web pages and keep them up to date.
4. Chapter and Student Branches chairmen elections are initialized and supported, while the election procedures were adjusted to fit members’ needs.
5. Section ExCom meetings are organized every three months and the Section Committee meeting is organized once a year to maintain the Section effectively.
6. Selected IEEE Members are encouraged to apply for Senior Member status.

7. Good contacts and collaboration with neighboring Sections are maintained.
8. The Section continues to collaborate actively with national societies and institutions of similar activity profile:
· Association of Polish Electrical Engineers SEP (www.sep.com.pl). 
Details of mutual cooperation between SEP and IEEE Student Branches was thoroughly discussed during the SEP-IEEE one-day meeting organized specially for this purpose in Szczecin, Poland, on October 10, 2008.
