Report about Chapter of the Year Contest (Large and Small chapters).
As decided during Bucharest meeting, the new forms adopted have been distributed (during the meeting and by e-mail) to all section chairs and to all chapter chairs. The deadline was fixed to January 15, 2008 and it has been extended to one month more on the request of many chapter chairs and of CCSC members. I recall that there is no need of motion to extend a deadline.
