Statistics from Membership Development indicate the following as of Mar 31 2008:
The IEEE Bosnia & Herzegovina Section has in total 222 active members (226 in Oct. 2007):  7 Senior Members, 133 Members - Including 38 Graduate Student Members (80 in Oct 2007); 80 Student Members (140 in Oct 2007), and 2 Associate Members.
There is a significant increase in regular members since the previous Committee Meeting in Bucharest. There is however a decrease in student members, what is a regular occurrence in the beginning of the calendar year. We expect number of student members to increase during the course of the calendar year, especially due to the numerous activities planned by the BH Section student branches.
