IEEE Bulgaria Section has in total 325 active members at the end of February, 2008 (24 Senior Members, 171 Members, 6 Affiliates, 14 Associate Members, 45 Student Graduate Members and 65 Student Members) in 9 Chapters and 3 Student Branches. Our expectation is that Students will renew their membership, as usual, in the half-year campaign. Another 25-30 subscriptions are usually late with 1-2 months.
