Activities in the near future: 

Second Workshop on Engineering Mathematics: 

In recent years there has been a focus on high school mathematics as a presupposition for improved engineering education recruitment. To improve the situation, steps have already been taken to making high school teachers in mathematics and science aware of the problem. Simultaneously, computer technology has automatized calculation and presentations work so that mathematics as an engineering tool has become more available and user-friendly. 

However, the shift from considering mathematics as a “quality assurance tool” to an effective engineering tool is not a simple process. For instance, in his address to the 1998 ICEE conference on engineering education, Gerald F. Wheeler, director of USA’s National Science Teacher’s Association said: “Engineering is different. Others don’t understand why and how. Even the science teachers of the primary and secondary level don’t understand!” Thus, it can be assumed that a long-lasting transition process can be foreseen and that improved contact and collaboration between mathematicians and engineers may be fruitful. 

The workshop intends to bring professionals together to develop a mutual understanding and insight across traditional barriers. The feedback given from the participants attending the first workshop held in 2006 was very positive.
